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Profile

Sindh Basic Education Program (SBEP) is an integrated program towards modernizing the education in
Sindh. The Government of Sindh’s Education and Literacy Department (E&LD) and U. S. Agency for
International Development (USAID) are working together to implement the SBEP. The program aims to
improve the quality of and access to basic education for children in Sindh by increasing and sustaining
student enrollment at primary, middle and secondary levels. USAID is contributing $155 million to the
program while the Government of Sindh (GoS) is adding $10 million contribution to implementation unit of
the program. The implementation period is from 2012 to 2018.
